With assembly at 10:30 and last arrow at about 15:45, the shoot went smoothly with no major
holdups (and no lost arrows!) and had a relaxed and friendly atmosphere — a great start to the
season. Ends were shot without whistle-controlled details, and the feedback from the archers was
that it had been a fun, enjoyable day - whilst not yet confirmed it appears that 2 County Records
may have been broken, despite the cold, and at times stiff wind!

The Bath volunteers deserve thanks for an excellent job of setting up and doing all the things needed
to prepare for and run the field.
